Beth advised of a training Dr. Bill Brinton will be doing on Jan. 30th surrounding Communicable Diseases

Beth updated all present on the Colorado Medical Volunteer System

David informed the board that he and Beth attended three day SNS training in Denver conducted by the Centers for Disease Control

            -The training was held in LoDo and left much to be desired

Linda advised that Rio Grande County Health Fair March 29th in Del Norte.
Sue advised that she is planning to have a booth at the 9 Health Fairs throughout the Valley.  When dates are announced, please advise Sue.
*Question raised by Kim surrounding employees: when do they begin work in the ICS system versus their responsibilities to the employer?  

November Statewide Exercise 2007 summary:

Both Beth and David informed those present that the exercise was an enormous success.  The SLV had 3 points of dispensing and 1 Emergency Operations Center open on November 17th, 2007.  A day prior on November 16th, 2007, San Luis Valley Regional Emergency Preparedness and Response staff, Dr. Brinton, Beth Quinlan, David Osborn and Sarah Duncan conducted and operated the regional transfer point taking receipt of vaccine provided by CDPHE.  All the vaccine provided by the aforementioned organization was spoiled and not usable.  Apparently the temperature parameters had been exceeded and the vaccine could not be dispensed.  

Alamosa Active Shooter Exercise with Adams State College and the City of Alamosa:

Jeff believes the exercise went well.  ASC had an opportunity to use a new “text messaging” system they now have.  Communication was again an issue for this exercise.  The college is now expanding the aforementioned program.

SLVRMC had a few issues including their PIO who was not present during the exercise.  

Homeland Security:

Jeff gave a summary of the State Strategy and will provide to those interested via email.  

Jeff also gave a glimpse of the audit that was conducted surrounding Homeland Security

No major issues were noted with the exception of an expense we had here in the valley that was approved by the Denver office.  Jeff is hopeful the state makes an effort to make some necessary changes to “fix” the identified problems.

Jeff informed us that we will be receiving a disk from the “feds” outlining and identifying who took on-line NIMS and/or ICS classes within the San Luis Valley.

Credentialing:  Jeff advised where the State of Colorado currently is regarding the standards for issuing First Responder Cards.  Larry, Jeff, David, will be able to issue cards to agencies when the guidance is received.  

Coordinator Report:

Sue advised of her accomplishments with differing grants and reports. 
 Bart Evans: Medical Reserve Corps in Pueblo advised Sue with some of the requirements of the MRC project.
Sue discussed putting together an advisory board for the MRC and/or asking for volunteers to meet after regularly scheduled Citizen Corps meetings

            -missions, goals, by-laws are examples of some of the things that would need to be completed.

It was decided that MRC Meetings will immediately follow the next and following Citizen Corps Meetings.  MRC Meetings will now be held at 10:30 AM hours.  This was a unanimous vote by all members present.

Old Business:

Kim discussed some of the issues that were raised in previous trainings.  Example: what do Boy-Scouts need to know about pandemic flu planning?

            -How do we get those individuals trained that we have identified during a disaster

            -Placing pamphlets in differing areas of the counties for the public

            -Decision made for each member to adopt one of the identified organizations and ensure they get the needed information (to wit: pamphlets/brochures)

New Business:

-9 Health Fair Planning- will wait on dates for the health fairs

-All five programs involved in Citizen’s Corps (MRC, Citizen’s Corps, Neighbor Helping Neighbor, CERT, etc) will be put on a banner to advertise at the health fairs.

-Another CERT training is being planned when the weather warms up, with the assumption that the grant has been extended until March 2009.

-Sue is working on the community survey to hand out at the health fairs.

-The SLV Red Cross would like to have a closer relationship with the CERT teams

-Sue is working with the schools in an effort to get CPR and First Aid into the schools; thus the available training for Instructors

            -Sue would like to get the noted programs into Physical Education or other school curriculum. 

            -If we can get kids trained in CPR and First Aid in the Valley, we could then put together teen CERT programs or other volunteers
