- Liabilities LEPC cover volunteers


- Part of LEPC covered by Statutory Immunity (see 24-32-2605 and read (1.5)


-We are already doing what an LEPC does


-Homeland Security wants to know about the differing plants, chemicals etc in all 
regions within the U.S.  Theft of any bomb making material will be followed 
through and/or with registering as an LEPC


-As an LEPC, it can be used to deter litigation and some immunity.  

LIABILITY:

            -State statue says that as a volunteer he/she is immune from liability from the      public

            -One stop shopping to rid organization of liability issues: incorporate as an LEPC and then you are covered during planning, training, and exercises.

            -Will receive a form, Tier 2 form and begin file.
