211…

· Three digit telephone number for health and human services referrals and medical and other community emergency information during local or state disaster events. 

· Ms. Steffens gave an overview of how 211 systems began in the nation and SLV became involved in 211. System is not sustainable in SLV without funding. She continues to represent region 6 at state and looking for sustainable funding.
· 211 using “Tapistry” software statewide.

· San Luis Valley is looking to partner with Colorado Springs call center which is operated by Pikes Peak United Way. 

· Region 6 includes SW 8 counties, plus 6 SLV counties.
· As of this date, 211 is not working in the SLV…

· SLV 211 is working to fund telephone switches to send calls to Colo. Springs call center.

· Stephanie is looking to find an organization to take on SLV 211 organization to manage the valley system. Will need a lead person who can be trained and represent SLV 211.
· SLV 211 basic cost will be $10,000 per year for Colorado Springs 211 call center to handle the SLV 211 calls plus funds for management of the SLV operations.
· San Luis Valley needs to have a plan in place to manage and fund the $10,000 for Colorado Springs to begin taking calls.
Citizen Corps Council will consider for next meeting the role it can take in the SLV 211 system, if any….
