Meeting commenced at 09:14 AM

Sue Davis called the meeting to order, began introductions, and passed around the sign in sheet.

INTRODUCTIONS:
David R. Osborn introduced himself and gave the following brief:  Roger L. Benton’s health situation, November Mass Vaccination Exercise and volunteer request.  Also passed around the following material:

1.      Complete plan for Mass Fatality Tabletop Exercise (EXPLAN, EVALPLAN, After Action Report/Improvement Matrix)

2.      Correspondence requesting evaluators and controllers for the Nov. Exercise

3.      Sign up sheet for those wanting to volunteer for the exercise.

TRAINING:
Training notes other than web cast for evaluation/controllers for the November exercise on Tuesday, November 6th, 2007.  David O. advised that the time and log in information will be provided at a later date when received.

Jeff Babcock:  

1. EOC workshop on Nov. 7,8, and 9th, 2007:  enroll via CDEM website (not available on CoTRAIN) 

2. Homeland Security target capabilities assessment meetings are continuing.  Next meeting on Oct. 12, 2007 for law enforcement and emergency managers 

Sue Davis informed the council about the CERT training in Crestone

Jon Montano:  gave update on receiving cardiac monitors and possible donation of a fire truck for the SLV.  

Eagle Air Med Plane Crash:
Jon also gave update on Eagle Air Med plane crash

Appreciation was extended to Jon Montano for a job well done during the plane crash and the job he demonstrated as a regional coordinator.  This goes for Norm Crawford with the Red Cross also who was prepared and ready to respond.

Norm Crawford advised that the Red Cross was prepared to respond should Archuleta County need assistance with the plane crash

Grants/Funding:
The MRC unit at the state level was not registered on the NACCHO website so we were unable to attain the $5000.00 grant.  But we can get $5800.00 from the Colorado MRC.  Apparently we needed to be registered and/or update our profile every 3 months at the federal level.  There will be more grant requirements with the state funded grant.

Sue Davis continued and briefed about the presentation at the Public Health in the Rockies conference.  

The “Be Ready” kits have been distributed and are going around.  The campaign concluded at the end of September and the kits were sent to Denver for review.  She spoke with Valley Courier and Monte Vista Journal regarding emergency preparedness.  The Journal did print a short article regarding the same.  Sue is working with Valley Publishing on additional media articles.

Sue spoke with Deb Nichols with KRZA concerning a radio show for Citizen Corps.  Sue is interested in doing a monthly radio show for Citizen Corps in the future and will submit a proposal to the Program Director for approval. 

Volunteers:
Sue met with Julie Geiser to discuss the MRC situation and the state of Colorado’s resource lists.  Kim B. asked if this list is available to us in the SLV.  The volunteer issue is a real concern statewide and in the SLV.  Beth Quinlan is working on this issue full-force according to Osborn.  The mind-set with regional staff and other citizen corps members is to lump all volunteers into one area, obtain their contact information, and then begin to review their credentials/certifications etc.  Sue said there was a two hour “lively discussion” on standard training requirements for Medical Reserve Corps members.  

Neighborhood Watch program: 

Leroy Chacon is unavailable to assist with the Neighborhood Watch program.  Lorie Crawford, Linda Stowe, Jeff Babcock, and David R. Osborn have volunteered to help with this program.  Lorrie explained the Neighbor Helping Neighbor programs which were organized in the past and crime prevention education given to the public. She also touched on the Medical Reserve Corps Program, CERT, Volunteers in Police and Fire Corps.   

New Alamosa Police Chief John Jackson said they (APD) have lots of resources available for these types of programs (Neighborhood Watch etc.) including electronic information.  Chief Jackson is pushing an electronic monthly “newsletter” for their Neighborhood Watch Program.  This resource will be sent to the neighborhood block captains.  Chief Jackson believes that he should have this resource list complete by the end of the year.  

The question was presented to Chief Jackson what a neighborhood has to do in order to receive some signage.  Chief Jackson advised that there are three neighborhood requirements, and once met, they will then dedicate resources (e.g. signage) for the area.   

OLD BUSINESS:
Kimberly Bryant:  On agenda to discuss “community survey” for each town.  Kim was uncertain how the aforementioned got on the agenda

Request that we as a council get back to the goals of Citizen Corps.  Kim found the 5 top hazards this council documented: flooding, winter storms, Pandemic flu, animal disease, transportation/hazmat.  Recommendation was made to place the noted top 5 priorities for this council on the agenda worksheet as a continual reminder and to secure some time during each monthly meeting to visit the priorities issue.    

Police Chief John Jackson informed the priority he places in electronic communication.  Lorrie Crawford advised that some residents don’t have internet capability in the rural areas.  John Jackson said the cell phone is the backup line of communication with these programs (Neighborhood Watch).   

Sue Vaughn:  informed the council of the first CERT training held last evening in Crestone.  Pat Rheaume from the Critical Incident Debriefing Team was present and did a fine job.  During the meeting they did an exercise to network with one-another.  Sue believes there are 25 individuals involved and seeking this training.  Kim thanked Sue V. for a job well done and making the required contacts to make the meeting a success.  Sue hopes everyone will graduate November 10th, 2007.  Their first monthly meeting after participants receive certification will surround pandemic preparedness later in November.   

Sue Davis said after the new year we are going to begin recruiting volunteers for another CERT team and associated training in another location in the SLV.  

Linda Stowe asked how she (Vaughn) contacted all the volunteers that she got to the meeting.  Sue Vaughn explained her land line strategy, media articles and other.   

Lorie visited with the council about the Citizen Corps website and asked for any needed/requested changes to be sent to her attention.  All council participants are asked to check it out.   

John Montano informed the council that he would like to see all high school graduates certified in CPR and First Aid.  Many of those present recognized the need and advised that other school districts in our state provide this training to their high school students.   

Sue Davis will bring in the presentation she provided to the Public Health Care in the Rockies to the next Citizen Corps meeting.
