CPAC meeting information- Garry Briese spoke on “Four Essentials of Life”, which are communication, power, water, and transportation.  In a disaster consider what happens to people with limited resources (lack of credit cards, vehicles, etc.).  In making emergency operation plans, we need to avoid assumptions that everyone is “just like me” and consider the least capable person’s ability to do what we are asking them to do.
