2.1.7 Removal of section to SLV AHAC. CC does not report to ALL Hazards

Article 3. chair and vice chair stay with indefinite terms.

Artical 6 …….salaries, value of over $5.. Sue will research some more.

Article  9 .. Security issues and sensitive public safety issues can be exempt from official minutes and recordings at the request of a CC member.

Suzanne Benton asked that language in the bylaws speaking of CC council and committee is consistent. Use either one but don’t call it one time and then change later.
