Jeff Babcock distributed two documents concerning targeted capabilities for 2011 HLS Grant. Discussion was held and we reviewed the 2008 and 2009 scores for Community Preparedness and Participation.  Jeff asked the Citizen Corps members to assume responsibility for 2011 Community Preparedness capabilities.  Members were asked to bring suggestions for projects to our next meeting on January 12 that would enhance our community outreach and improve our capability scores.
