OLD BUSINESS:
Neighbor Helping Neighbor Program
Inquired where Conejos County is regarding Neighbor Helping Neighbor program.  

Commissioner Joe Mestas believes that education needs to be a high priority in his area so they (public) know how to respond and what to do.  Joe affirms that education is the key for his community versus “Neighborhood Watch” type of signs.

The discussion then moved toward committed dollars in the budget for the aforementioned programs.

Beth advised the council about credentialing and what the state experienced regarding people with past convictions.  The state learned the hard way, as they were not prepared for those that had in fact been convicted. The state has a Governors Council established on credentialing that is establishing a “standard” for regions to adopt and follow.
