If you are an EMT or paramedic, you are not automatically placed on this list.  You must have NIMS, ICS 100, 700, and a 4 hour class to be added to this list or data base.  First aid and CPR is recommended but not essential as this will be covered in the 4 hour class

Reminder:  CPR is annually certification requirement and first aid is every 3 years.  

Julie Geiser and many others have already attended the noted classes above.  This training will be brought to the San Luis Valley in the summer.
We believe that our MRC is for local or regional assistance, not necessarily for deployment.  

Jeff Cunningham from VFIS wants to put an insurance packet together for the MRC for workman’s comp, liability, automobiles, office space and other infrastructure. 

· RETAC also uses VFIS and Jeff Cunningham.  Not sure of the costs but estimated to be around $1700.00 per year

·  Rio Grande County has it for approx. 30 volunteers and it costs between $1000.00 and $1300.00 a year.  Apparently you do not have to list volunteer names either. 

Sue is still researching MRC policies and procedures.  She will be visiting differing MRC websites in an effort to obtain more information and talking with MRC coordinators in the state.
Jeff Babcock suggested that we elect a chair and establish a board for the SLV MRC.  Sue Davis will be the Chairperson or Chairwomen for the MRC here.  

Reminder: this is the first MRC meeting and we are in our infancy.  Much information is 
available and pending as it relates to our MRC, we simply need to organize it and dispense it to the MRC council members.
Training:

            - We can submit three applications to the state recommending they attend the conference. Training is free.  Applications are due February 22.

Sue Vaughan asked if citizenship (U.S.) was a requirement to be included as an MRC volunteer.  Sue Davis will inquire and find out about the above.  

Jeff asked Sue D. how confident she was that she would continue to receive the $5800.00 each year from the State.  She advised that other MRC units have been receiving funding for several years but the amounts varied year to year.
