A special Thank You to Mr. Martin Macaulay for donating the mobile Medical Cabinet to the SLVMRC.
Sue received deliverables for 2011-12 MRC Grant; they are very similar to last year which include radio drills and participating with hospital drills; Need to increase our volunteers in data base by 5%; Need to review mission and vision statements; Funding has been cut about 45%.

Sue discussed the Community Awareness Program on terrorism.  If anyone is interested in becoming a trainer, let Sue know.  Norm may be interested.  Training to be held in Denver.

Sue also presented a preliminary CERT brochure available for upcoming training in Sanford/LaJara on August 6th 13th & 20th.  This will certify persons in CERT training so Sue encouraged everyone to help recruit citizens for this training.

Jeff Babcock said Dave Pote is working with Rodney King for a full scale exercise in Conejos probably next year.  Jeff emphasized the investment significance of a full scale exercise.  The Alamosa exercise cost over $7,000. 

Jim Felmlee said Saguache is also working on a full scale exercise, active shooter, for next year.  

Sue announced the SLV Red Cross office is closing this September.  They will have a part time disaster coordinator who will work out of a home office.

There was general discussion on response capabilities of valley EMS agencies.  There is good valley wide support for large scale incidents.
